For those of you not sure about sulphate of potash and how to use it:

Sulphate of Potash

The best source of potash for most plants, often deficient in very sandy soils.  Particularly needed by flowers, potatoes, beans, tomatoes, currants and gooseberries.  Acts quickly.  To correct a potash deficiency quickly dissolve 1 oz in a gallon of water and wet the soil thoroughly.  Use in the Spring.

[N-P-K: 0:0:48.  Base or top dressing 0.5-1 oz/sq yd]
