BIRD FOOD AND FEEDERS

We have a new stock of bird feeders ready for the winter.  These are as follows:

4 port Seed feeder: £2.70

6 port Seed feeder: £3.40

Economy peanut feeder: £2.85
8” Niger feeder: £2.70

Tray (fits seed & niger feeders): £1.30

We do not stock niger seed as it would be very difficult to bag up but we can purchase it as a special order for members.  These come in 2kg bags for £4.40 and 5kg bags for £10.70. 1. Prune Wisteria

2. Don’t delay summer pruning restricted fruits

3. Deadhead flowering plants regularly

4. Watering! Particularly containers, and new plants - preferably with grey recycled water or stored rainwater
5. Collect seed from favourite plants
6. Harvest sweetcorn and other vegetables as they become ready
7. Continue cutting out old fruited canes on raspberries
8. Lift and pot up rooted strawberry runners
9. Keep ponds and water features topped up
10.Feed the soil with green manures
