GREENHOUSE BUBBLE INSULATION – last chance to order
The club is able to purchase 1.5m wide x 50 metre rolls of double laminated large bubble insulation. This is used in professional greenhouses and gives much better heat retention than the small bubble material. The purchase price will be about £1.60 per metre, which is about half the price of garden centres.

Owing to the size of the rolls we are not able to have this in stock all year. TOP 10 JOBS TO DO IN AUGUST  - For further information go to www.rhs.org.uk
1. Prune Wisteria

2. Don’t delay summer pruning restricted fruits

3. Deadhead flowering plants regularly

4. Watering! Particularly containers, and new plants - preferably with grey       recycled water or stored rainwater

5. Collect seed from favourite plants

6. Harvest sweetcorn and other vegetables as they become ready

7. Continue cutting out old fruited canes on raspberries

8. Lift and pot up rooted strawberry runners

9. Keep ponds and water features topped up

10. Feed the soil with green manures
