BIRD FOOD

Don’t forget to feed the birds.  The winter has, so far, been particularly harsh so the birds need your help.  The hut is stocked with all sorts of goodies to keep them fit and happy.  Fat balls are ideal for putting in a feeder or for crushing and using for ground feeding birds.

WITHDRAWN CHEMICALS

Sodium Chlorate products are being withdrawn from sale with the last date for use being 10 May 2010.  We currently have a small stock of Doff Sodium Chlorate Weedkiller spray and granules.  If you want to use these before May come and purchase the items as son as possible.

Derris Dust for various leaf pests is no longer available and should not have been used since 10.10.09.  As a replacement we are stocking Vitax Py Powder.  More details in a future newsletter.

1. Recycle your Christmas tree by shredding it for mulch

2. Ventilate the greenhouse on sunny days

3. Dig over any vacant plots that have not been dug already

4. Repair and re-shape lawn edges

5. Inspect stored tubers of Dahlia, Begonia and Canna for rots or drying out
6. Prune apple and pear trees

7. Start forcing rhubarb

8. Plan your vegetable crop rotations for the coming season

9. Keep putting out food and water for hungry birds

10. Prepare a polythene shelter for outdoor peaches and nectarines, to protect them      from peach leaf curl
