BIRD FOOD

Not a bad winter so far and many berries still available for the birds but they do still need feeding.  We will be well stocked when the hut opens.  The new fat balls will not have the green netting on them.  This is dangerous for both birds and small mammals such as hedgehogs so by purchasing them without the mesh we reduce the risk is problems in your garden.  Use a fat ball holder which are available at the hut.

BIG GARDEN BIRDWATCH

Top 10 Jobs for January

1. Recycle your Christmas tree by shredding it for mulch

2. Ventilate the greenhouse on sunny days

3. Dig over any vacant plots that have not been dug already

4. Repair and re-shape lawn edges

5. Inspect stored tubers of Dahlia, Begonia and Canna for rots or drying out

6. Prune apple and pear trees

7. Start forcing rhubarb

8. Plan your vegetable crop rotations for the coming season

9. Keep putting out food and water for hungry birds
10.Prepare a polythene shelter for outdoor peaches and nectarines, to protect them from peach leaf curl
