1. Hoe borders regularly to keep down weeds
2. Be water-wise, especially in drought-affected areas

3. Pinch out sideshoots on tomatoes

4. Harvest lettuce, radish, other salads and early potatoes

5. Position summer hanging baskets and containers outside

6. Cut lawns at least once a week
7. Plant out summer bedding
8. Stake tall or floppy plants
9. Prune many spring-flowering shrubs

10. Shade greenhouses to keep them cool and prevent scorch

SEASONAL HUT ITEMS

Enviromesh  £1.70 per metre (1.8m wide):  Ideal for protecting fruit and vegetables from flying pests including pigeons!

Bordeaux Mixture 175g for £2.75: A must to control potato and tomato blight, peach leaf curl, apple canker and bacterial canker on plum and cherry.

Murphy’s Copper Fungicide 10 sachets for £3.25:  For use on peach trees, potatoes, outdoor tomatoes, plums, cherries, currants, gooseberries and raspberries.

Fungus Fighter: 1 litre for £3.70.

Vitax Py Powder Insect Killer: 175g for £2.65

BAKE SOME CAKES FOR THE SUMMER SHOW

Even if you don’t have a Show schedule you could still enter Class 62 with this delicious apple cake (recipe below).  Alternatively, you could make one (or something else) for the cake stall.

DUTCH APPLE & CINNAMON CAKE

Ingredients

10oz self raising flour

2 tsp ground cinnamon

Good pinch of salt

8oz soft brown sugar

5 fl oz milk



4oz melted butter

4oz sultanas or raisins
2 large eggs

Approx ½lb Bramley apples, peeled, cored and chopped into small pieces

Method

1. Grease and line an 8” or 9” round cake tin.

2. Sift together the flour, cinnamon and salt.  Stir in the sugar and fruit..

3. Mix in the eggs, melted butter, milk and chopped apples and beat well until smooth.

4. Put into the tin and bake at 180° C, 350° F or gas mark 4 for about 1-1¼ hours until cooked.

5. Remove from the tin and sprinkle with Demerara or caster sugar.  Allow to cool.

Hidden Gardens of London
Our trip to the hidden gardens of the City of London was a huge success.  Val Pretlove met our coach and after a quick “pit stop” we were off.  Once away from the busy tourist area around St Paul’s we began our journey through the peace and tranquillity of the hidden gardens.

Val made every garden come alive for us with her huge knowledge of the area.  Each garden had a history mainly going back to its days as being the site of a church.  It may have been bombed or in one case the church was just removed and given as a gift to our American cousins by Sir Winston Churchill.

We saw sunny gardens, shady ones, tiny ones but all were a place of tranquillity and being sacred ground, fortunately cannot be built on. Val told us why some of the gardens were higher than the ground around them.  They were burial sites for the huge numbers of plaque victims of 1665.

We all agreed we had wonderful trip and Val Pretlove really did a marvellous job in taking us around the lovely hidden gardens.
