TOP 10 JOBS TO DO IN JUNE  - For further information go to www.rhs.org.uk

1. Hoe borders regularly to keep down weeds

2. Be water-wise, especially in drought-affected areas

3. Pinch out sideshoots on tomatoes

4. Harvest  lettuce, radish, other salads and early potatoes

5. Position summer hanging baskets and containers outside

6. Cut lawns at least once a week

7. Plant out summer bedding

8. Stake tall or floppy plants

9. Prune many spring-flowering shrubs

10. Shade greenhouses to keep them cool and prevent scorch

Greenhouse Fly Catchers: PBI £2.70
Growing Success £3.05 

Chempak No 4: 800g for £4.25 (price increase but still much cheaper than garden centres, recommended by our May speaker) 

Weedol Sachet: £1.10

BAKE SOME CAKES FOR THE SUMMER SHOW 

Even if you don’t have a Show schedule you could still enter Class 62 with this delicious chocolate cake (recipe below).  Alternatively, you could make one (or something else) for the cake stall. 

MARY BERRY’S BEST EVER CHOCOLATE CAKE 

Ingredients 

2oz (50g) Cocoa



6 tbsps boiling water 

3 eggs




4 tbsps milk 

6oz (175g) self-raising flour

1 rounded tsp baking powder 

4oz (100g of baking margarine or soft butter 

10oz (300g) natural caster sugar 

For the icing and filling

5oz (150g) Bourneville chocolate broken into pieces 

5 fl oz (150ml double cream 

3 tbsp apricot jam 

Method 

1.Preheat the oven to 180C/350F/Gas 4.  Grease two 8” sandwich tins and line the    bases with baking parchment. 

2. Measure the cocoa and boiling water into a large bowl and mix well to make a paste. 

3. Add the remaining ingredients and beat again until well combined.  This can be made in a processor but be careful not to over-whisk. 

4. Divide the mixture between the tins and bake for about 25-30 minutes until well risen and shrinking away from the sides of the tins.  Remove from the tins and allow to cool completely.  

5. For the icing measure the chocolate and cream into a bowl and stand over a pan of simmering water for approximately 10 minutes until melted – stirring from time to time.  Set aside and allow to become cold and almost set. 

6. Spread the tops of each cake with apricot jam. 

7. Fill the cakes with half the icing and spread the remainder on top.  Use a knife to make a swirl effect on the top.
